“It is worth noting that the CBO baseline doesn't include an extension of current tax 
policy. So when the Democratic FY 09 budget is unveiled this week, it will be interesting 
to see if the majority will assume the largest tax increase in U.S. history in their budget 
resolution and simultaneously do nothing to address the $66 trillion entitlement crisis that 
threatens to swamp our future generations in debt.
