FY2004 Budget Resolution:
Investing in the ENVIRONMENT

The Budget includes $31.7 billion to fund programs related to natural resources and the
environment, including water resources, conservation and land management, recreation
resources and pollution control and abatement. Additional funding is providing in other
function areas, such as Energy and Transportation. Highlights follow.

Environmental Protection Agency. The Budget provides $8.3 billion for the EPA, a $247 million
or 3 percent increase over 2003. This includes $1.4 billion for Superfund site clean-up, and increase
of $125 million or 9.9 percent over 2003. Also included is $2.2 billion for environmental programs
and management. This is $122 million or 5.8 percent over 2003 levels.

Environmental Management. The Budget includes funds for environmental management within
various agencies and departments, including $6.3 billion within national defense, and $881 million
within the Department of Energy.

Energy Conservation. The Budget assumes $16 billion in tax cuts for an energy tax bill consistent
with legislation providing incentives for energy efficient homes, alternative fuel vehicles, and
generation of power from alternative sources.

Land and Water Conservation. The Budget assumes $900 million for the Land and Water
Conservation Fund, and sets aside an additional $250 million for this fund if new revenues are
available due to opening ANWR to exploration. The Budget also assumes $1.7 billion in tax cuts
for the CARE Act, which contains provisions to encourage land conservation.

Wildland Fire Management. The Budget provides $2.6 billion for wildland fire management. This
is $380 million above the President’s request, and includes $1 billion for fire suppression. It is
critical to fund the National Fire Plan at a realistic level so the Forest Service and Department of
Interior is able pay for wildfire suppression, while maintaining its ongoing operations.

FAA Standards and Reforms. Within the Federal Aviation Administration, the Budget includes
$54 million to promote aviation noise reduction, as well as $32 million to support environmental
performance goals, such as replacing fuel tanks at FAA facilities, removing environmental hazards,
and cleaning up hazardous waste materials.
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
